On October 1, 2009, the President signed a Continuing Resolution to keep government programs running at their current spending levels for one month.  This was necessary because Congress had not yet passed the annual appropriations bills which fund all government programs into the new fiscal year.

Accompanying documents with that Resolution contained, in Division B, Section 163, language of the following: None of the funds made available by this joint resolution or any prior Act may be provided to the Association of Community Organizations for Reform Now (ACORN), or any of its affiliates, subsidiaries, or allied organizations.

That Resolution is set to expire at the end of the day on October 31, 2009.  When that Resolution expires, ACORN will be eligible to receive federal funding again.  The recent actions of this organization have been well publicized, and have exposed the rampant corruption and immoral advice given by its employees. 

I encourage you to include the necessary language in appropriations bills that will prevent ACORN from receiving ANY federal funding in the future.  I trust that Congress’ decision to defund ACORN in mid-September 2009 was not an act just to preserve political capital as the 2010 elections approach, but was an act to finally cut off the flow of taxpayer dollars to an organization that promotes prostitution, tax evasion, and voter fraud. Your support of a measure to cut off this funding will provide evidence of your intention on ridding Washington of corruption and special interests.  Your failure to include the necessary language will expand the widespread belief that our Congressmen are in fact, not representing us, but are enabling the spread of corruption in our government.

The choice is yours.
